That will have to define itself. For 
many involved in pet rescue, Vicõs 
actions in dog fighting were repre-
hensible, his sentence far too leni-
ent, his reinstatement as a multi- 
million dollar pro -football player 
almost as bad. Pet rescue folks, par-
don the pun, are a breed apart from 

most pet owners. They are the ones 

who work more than can be imag-
ined to see that animals can live 

their lives in a loving environment, 
and share a special  bond only a pet 
can bring. with their adopted fami-

lies   

Many among Rescue see noth-

ing gained in the pro football 
playerõs reinstatement, and believe 

it shows the young that money 
trumps. But, our society says this 
man has been punished and de-
serves a chance to try and put his 
life in order. This convicted gam-
blerõs life will never be what it was 
before he chose the path he did. It 
is doubtful he will ever have the 
lucrative endorsements of pre dog-
fighting days. His comeback into 
football has been marginal at best. 

Obviously that will have to 

change if he wants to stay in profes-
sional football. But, future or no in 
football, Vick is a man with a past. 
He is a man with the figurative tat-
too òdog killeró across his forehead, 
for all to see. Everyone know tat-
toos are permanent. Perhaps that 
can be see that as part of his pun-

ishment.         

 

Just at the start of the pro-football 

season, the N.F.L. announced  Mi-
chael Vick had been reinstated. The 
former Atlanta Falcon quarterback 
is a convicted felon who spent 21 of 
a 23 months sentence in prison at  

Leavenworth, now a minimum se-
curity facility. He "served" the last 
two months in home confinement 
at his five-bedroom home on its 
Hampton VA estate. He was con-
victed for his part of a dog fighting 
ring, cruelty to animals, as well as 
bankrolling a gambling operation. 
His sentence was part of a plea bar-
gain. He faced a five year sentence 
and $250,000 maximum fine. Vick 

has to repay 19 million of 37 million 
dollars of his bonus to the Falcons. 
Being a first time offender would 
probably have played a part any-
way in a less than maximum sen-
tence, the justice department said. 

That would have been around 18 

months. However the government 
wanted a "longer sentence" to 

show its intolerance for animal cru-
elty. Intolerance was defined as an 
additional three months confine-
ment, and two        at his home. 

He is now a Philadelphia Eagles, 
has a one-year contract paying  1.6 
million,  an option for a second year 
at 5.6 million and a possible three 
million in incentives. His former 
team, the Atlanta Falcons, was ada-
mant they did not want Vick back 
on his team. A future in pro football 
is now entirely his to have or lose.

Dogfighting is a ñcontestò in which 

two dogsðbred, conditioned and 

trained to fightðare placed in a pit to 

fight each other for entertainment and 

gambling. The fight ends when one of 

the dogs will not or cannot continue. 

Bait animals are often puppies, cats, 

and stolen pets, tied up and used to 

train fighting dogs. Dogfights serve as 

a host to gang activity, illegal gam-

bling as well as drug abuse and deal-

ing, and it contributes to the destruc-

tion of neighborhood. HSUS estimated 

that in 2007: approximately 250,000 

dogs were placed in fighting pits na-

tionwide  Approximately 40,000 peo-

ple were involved in organized dog-

fighting and an additional 100,000 

were involved as street-level fighters
